This realistic fiction novel takes a first person look at life in a fairly typical American middle school. Using the voice of Russell, the main character, and two other seventh graders he hooks up with, the author shows what it is like to be the victim of bullying or harassment.  The reader is shown both physical bullying and verbal/emotional harassment.  The problem the three students tackle is how to empower themselves and other victims so the culture of the school becomes more accepting and peaceful.

This book contains a Table of Contents and an Author Acknowledgement page where Mr. Wilhelm thanks the students and teachers at the Vermont schools which were part of his research and those who helped read early drafts of the some chapters.
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
