Online Search Tips

Start your On-line Search on the Library’s Web Page
First Check: 
ADL Cyberlibrary

OPAC & Net Trekker = pre-approved sites

VOL –news articles – Password at school: swamp -from home: lake

World Book Online – Username: adlawton
Password: charger

Culture Grams – Password: Culture
Then Check:
Search Engines on the library web page: use at least 2 search engines (they pull information off the Web in different ways = you’ll find different sites)
Search Tips with Search Engines:
After your search term, type in site:edu = this allows only edu sites to show up, do not have any spaces before or after the colon

Example:  Canada site:edu   
Put your search term in quotation marks so the search engine only brings up sites with an exact match

Example: “Canadian sled dogs”   otherwise you’ll get sites about Canada, sleds AND dogs! 
Once You Have Found a Site:

Hold Ctrl and F

A search box will appear

Type in a term you’re looking for and it will be highlighted in the article.
