What can I do with Google Maps?

o Find locations, zoom and pan in any direction
o View as map, terrain, Street View, and satellite image
o Google maps can be embedded into a Web page or viewed on 
a mobile device
o See live local traffic conditions in some areas
o See local businesses - find movies, pizza, a plumber...
o Print maps
o Create an annotated map with lines, text, links, sound, 
images, video, live Web Cam feeds
o Add content generated by others to your map:
ðClouds ðA satellite view of global cloud cover, updated every hour. See weather 
from above on your maps!
ðDistance Measurement Tool - Measure the distance of a path on the Earth

o Collaborate on the same map with other people
o Share your map by posting or sending the URL to others
o Maps can be viewed in Google Earth

Potential Educational Value of Google Maps

ÅPlace marks can be created on a map that link to photographs 
and text about historic sites, plant life, public art, and other 
topics that can be organized and viewed using this geographic 
interface. Teachers can create these annotated maps and use 
them in classroom demonstrations or for an interactive class 
activity.

ÅStudents can create presentations, demonstrations, or 
summaries of work that has a geographic connection, using 
Google Maps asthe delivery tool. Maps created by students can 
be shared with their school and community. Multiple students 
can collaborate on the same map.

ÅStudents can use Mashups of Google Maps with other data 
sources to solve problems, answer questions, explore ideas, 
etc. When Mapping Mashups are created source data 
application and an online map share longitude and latitude data 
through API ðapplication programming interface.



Examples of Educational Applications

Å America's Highway: Oral Histories of Route 66 - an oral history made up of 
video-taped interviews and photographs of people who live along this hirtoric
route - linked to place marks 

Å Weather Bonk - Local weather conditions, using data from the National 
Weather Service, and Web cams linked to towns and cities on the map 

Å Earthquakes In The Last Week - This map shows earthquakes that have 
happened around the world in the past 7 days. 

Å GmapsPedometer - Students can visually map a walking route to practice 
estimating in math or to plan a walking route for a health ot fitness unit. 

Å Google Planimeter - Students can find the area of any city, state, lake, etc. 
with increasing accuracy as they add additional points to the map. Good for 
lessons on geography, demographics, etc. 

Å Your Gmap- a simplified interface for creating maps with Google Map 
Å Whirligig - The locations from the book Whiligig by Paul Fleischman with 

some additional details. 
Å Route 8 - This map was created by a Physics teacher who has been teaching 

his 9th grade students about speed, velocity and displacement 
Å European Expeditions to the Canadian Arctic - An Outline of sea voyages and 

land expeditions carried out by explorers of the Canadian Arctic from the 
earliest times to the year 1918.
