College Visit Terminology
College Visit:  Initiated by you and typically includes a tour, group information session and/or an individual information session. Visits should be arranged well in advance by calling or emailing the admission office. 
Open House:  Initiated by the college, a more comprehensive visitation program.  It might include a large group information session, a panel discussion by faculty and/or students, a presentation of the different clubs/organization on campus, and a campus tour.  These are usually well publicized events and held over the weekend.  Be sure to register for these events.   

College Interview:  An opportunity for the student to meet one on one with an admission representative.  An interview MUST be arranged in advance of the visit.  The student should prepare for this by creating good questions and doing more in depth research about the college.  Bring with you an unofficial copy of your transcript to the Admission Counselor. 

Step 1:  Planning your visits

· Geographic:  Where are you going?  Get out the map or mapquest. 

· Visit 2 schools a day; make the most of your time in that area. 

Step 2:  Set up your visit – don’t just show up
· Call the Admission Office to schedule a visit

· Request a guided tour and information session

· Ask if an interview is part of the admission process.  If so, schedule it for that same day.

Step 3:  Other opportunities you might want to ask about while visiting campus

· Ask if you can visit the department you are interested in majoring in

· Ask if you can meet with a professor

· Request to sit in on a class

· Find out if you can eat a meal on campus
