INTERVIEWING
The Informative Interview

This is a chance for you to have a more individualized informational meeting with an Admission Counselor.  Be sure to have questions prepared!  Keep in mind that just because this is an “informational” interview, it doesn’t mean that the counselor isn’t making note of the interaction and experience with you.  This person could potentially be advocating for you in the committee review process. 

· Information gathering

· You are in charge 

· You are the one asking the majority of the questions 

The Evaluative Interview

This is a chance for the Admissions Counselor to get to know you beyond your application.  They are most likely evaluating your performance and using it as part of the application review process
· The Admission Counselor is in charge

· They are asking you the majority of the questions

· Typically happens at more selective/competitive schools

· Sometimes conducted off-campus in OUR area by an alumni

· DO YOUR HOMEWORK BEFORE YOU GO:  be prepared with questions and check out the catalog/website prior to the interview 
General Interview Tips: 

· Dress Appropriately:  Males – khakis, shirt, tie.  Females – skirt, slacks, blouse, or sweater

· Be PUNCTUAL:  If you are running late, be sure to call the Admission Office to let them know.

· Greet the Admission Counselor with a FIRM/CONFIDENT handshake and look them in the eye.

· Be conscious of your speech/word choice.  Don’t use street talk.
· Don’t chew gum! 
After the Interview: 

· Shake hands

· Thank them for their time

· ALWAYS send a hand-written Thank-You card (mention names of the people you met and what was most enjoyable about your visit/interview)
