COURSE DESCRIPTION
Algebra II gives college-bound students more practice with elementary operations and concepts in order to become skilled in these necessary topics.  It then presents deeper concepts and more difficult operations for them to analyze and perform.

Some of the topics covered are real numbers, equations and inequalities, polynomials, fractions, exponents, radicals, logarithms, sequences and series, complex numbers, graphing and analysis of functional relationships.  Some lessons include the use of the graphing calculator.
The classes will consist of homework review, individual and group work, lectures, and cooperative learning activities.
