Gender Differences in Essex High School

A sample of students was taken at Essex High School to compare differences among males and females over price paid for haircuts and random numbers.  Data were collected from students enrolled in AP Statistics (3 sections).  Students were asked to report the amount they paid, including tip, for their last haircut and to pick and record a random number between 1-20.  Below are the results.

A complete report will include a visual display (comparative stemplots and boxplots); numerical summaries; a well-written description of the displays; and a well-written comparison of the distributions of haircut amounts and random numbers (in context, of course).  Please complete side-by-side boxplots for visually comparing haircut prices and back-to-back stemplots for the random digit comparison.
