It should be noted that considerable vocabulary acquisition has taken place to support answering these
questions. For example, to answer question #2 students have reviewed and acquired vocabulary includ-
ing days, months, seasons and numbers.

Our work together has been in an immersion context, with the language of the class being French as
much as possible. The focus has predominantly been on CCSU World Language Power Standards 1
(Interpersonal Communication), 2 (Interpretive Communication) and 4 (Connections & Comparisons). For
more information please visit the district website at:
