I was interested in this project after work-

ing with ARTT for many years in Ver-

mont.  In ARTT(Art Responding Through 

Technology) students could upload their 

work and get critique on line from artists, 

students  and teachers.  With the artsonia 

site students can get feedback after par-

ents give permission by registering their 

students online.  Our third grade stu-

dents have had forms set home to get 

parents involved in the process.  I cer-

tainly hope you enjoy the opportunity to 

see the students work online and share 

their work with others throughout the 

world.  

 

All of Artsonia's artwork (nearly 5 million 

and counting!) are viewable online, and 

any teacher or parent can create an 

online art gallery for their child or school. 

Artsonia provides several online features 

such as fan clubs and personal guest-

books, as a way for families to encourage 

the creativity and imaginations of their 

young artists. In addition, family mem-

bers can purchase keepsakes imprinted 

with the child's artwork, with Artsonia 

donating 15 percent of their annual prod-

uct revenue back to school art programs.  

 

Headquartered in Gurnee, Ill., Artsonia 

was established in 2000 as an online kid's 

art museum providing free, educational 

resources for kids, families and schools to 

create art projects. Since its inception, 

Artsonia continues to integrate technology 

in the classroom, develop multi -cultural 

understanding through art and increase 

family involvement in children's education.
